One of the
reasons the United States Congress chose the month of May was to
commemorate the completion of the transcontinental railroad (May 10, 1869)
by a team of mainly Chinese immigrants. It is observed every year to honor the
contributions and value that generations of AAPIs have brought to American
society, history, and culture.

Designated by the Federal Asian Pacific American Council, the 2024 national
theme for AAPI is ‘Advancing Leaders Through Innovation’, emphasizing the
roles of AAPIs in science and leadership throughout the US.

Here in Virginia, an annual Asian Fest is held to celebrate AAPI. This year it
was held on Saturday, May 4, at Mount Trashmore with South Korea as the
hosting country. The day-long festival featured many different Asian American
organizations, performance groups, and businesses. Live performances
included Hula dancing, K-Pop groups, traditional instruments, singing, Martial
Arts demonstrations, and more. Businesses and nonprofits set up tents and
stalls to sell goods, advertise, and reflect the culture and significance of local
AAPIs.
